Advisory Board, which is composed of TAMU 
horticulturists, nursery professionals, growers, seed 
company representatives, county horticulturists, 
arboretum and botanical garden representatives, 
horticultural writers, and landscape designers.

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If you are replacing a dead plant, an underperforming 
one or creating a whole new bed, before selecting:

ÅConsider the hours of sunlight the 
bed receives
ïSeasonal variations
ïMorning or afternoon sun?
ïFull sun versus partial or 

dappled sunlight
ÅAre there wet areas where water 

stands longer than 30 minutes 
after rain has ended? Or, areas that 
remain damp?
ÅChoose plants that will do well 

under your growing conditions.
Do the research
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The Lady Bird Johnson Wildflower Center provides detailed information on 
how to grow native plants and Agrilife has a list of the best landscape plants 
for North Central Texas.



If you want to make your yard more 
wildlife friendly you could

ÅAdd both food sources and cover to protect 
from predators. 

ÅAdd native plants.
ÅChoose plants that have not been treated with 

systemic insecticides
ÅHaving a variety of plants in a group is more 

attractive to wildlife.
ÅChoose single headed flowers. Double headed 

flowers look showy but produce less nectar and 
make it much more difficult for bees to access 
pollen. 

ÅAdd some movingόǇǳƳǇ ƻǊ ŀŜǊŀǘƻǊύ ǿŀǘŜǊ φ 
birds and pollinators will appreciate it. Moving 
water reduces the attraction for mosquitos.
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
